single head, although sometimes multiple
heads are produced. The leathery leaves have
teeth along the margins, and a spoon-shaped
base that gives the plant its name. Desert
Spoon produces a narrow, 10 to 15 foot-tall
spike of small tan flowers. Dasylirion
wheeleri thrives in full sun and reflected heat,
and even tolerates some shade and humidity if
drainage is adequate.
